Board treasurer Pearson presented documentation comparing the monetary difference between a tax levy just under 105% and a tax levy increase of 11.2% of last year’s levy extension. The consideration for levying over 105% is based upon the estimated increase in the equalized assessed value resulting in the library potentially increasing its tax revenue by $10,412. Pearson’s opinion is this is a window of opportunity for the library that will not be viable in the following tax year. There was discussion among the board regarding upcoming costly and necessary expenditures including replacement of the aging computers and deferred building maintenance with members citing the financial implications of these expenditures.  There was explanation given regarding requirement of a public hearing and publication if the library pursues a tax levy above 105%.

A motion was made by Bonnie Claudnic to levy over 105% of the prior year tax extension based on the presented figures, thus requiring a hearing notice and black box publication, seconded by Linda Dinges.
